S9 Series Maintenance

Weekly 

1. Remove the air tubing from the S9 device and the mask. 
2. Wash the air tubing in warm water using mild detergent. 
3. Rinse thoroughly, hang, and allow to dry. 
4. Before next use, reconnect the air tubing to the air outlet and mask. 
Monthly 

1. Wipe the exterior of the S9 and H5i with a damp cloth and mild detergent. 

2. Check the air filter for holes and blockage by dirt or dust. 

3. [image: image6.emf]Peel the flip lid seal from the flip lid and wash it in warm water using a mild detergent. 

Replacing the air filter 

Replace the air filter every 3 months (monthly if necessary). 

1. Remove the air filter cover from the back of the S9 device.  
2. Remove and discard the old air filter. 
3. Insert a new ResMed air filter ensuring that it is 
sitting flat in the air filter cover. Replace the air filter cover.

SD Data Card 

An SD card has been supplied to gather therapy data from your S9 device and provide settings updates from your clinician. When instructed to do so, remove your SD card, insert it in the protective folder and send it to your clinician. 
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Removing the card 
1. Push in the SD card to release it. 
2. Remove the card. 
3. Insert the card into the protective folder. 
4. Send the protective folder back to your clinician as instructed.

Mask Maintenance 

Daily
Wash the mask system with warm, soapy water.








  Do not use soaps with added scents.  (Recommend plain Ivory® liquid soap or baby shampoo) 


           Rinse well and allow to air dry out of direct sunlight.







       Weekly
Separate and hand wash the mask components and headgear in warm, soapy water. Do not use soaps with added scents. Rinse the components well and allow them to air dry out of direct sunlight.                                                                    Cautions
· Do not use solutions containing vinegar, bleach, chlorine, alcohol, aromatics, moisturizers, antibacterial agents or scented oils to clean any part of the system or air tubing. These solutions may cause damage and reduce the life of the product

· If any visible deterioration of a component is apparent (cracking, tears, etc.) the component should be discarded and replaced.
